 go with you then you must go yourself and let them know, it could save their life.
Because when I get to see them it’s far too late!

Common warning signs:
Depressed or withdrawing from everyone.
Taking risks, driving too fast
, daring death, dangerous behaviour.
Giving away valued possessions.
Abusing drugs or alcohol for long periods of time.
Life situations that could lead to suicide
:
A family history of suicide
Experiencing sexual or physical abuse
The death of a close friend or family member
Divorce or separation
Court appearances or jail time.
Someone close who has committed suicide
Behaviours:
Self cutting or slashing
Writing about death and suicide
Previous attempts
) (
The job of a Coroner is to find the cause of death, when someone dies in this community or the surrounding area. When someone dies it is a terrible loss for their families, and it is overwhelming trying to find their way through the grief and heartache of losing a loved one. Our family members can die in many differe
nt ways
, each is personal and difficult.
Though when someone takes their own life by suicide it is even more devastating as it leaves family members and friends unable to understand why someone would do such a thing. There isn’t anyone who has experienced the suicide of a friend or family member who doesn’t feel they could have done something about it – 
“if only I knew
, I could have changed their mind”. 
The truth is suicide is rarely a spur of the moment 
decision .
 In the days and hours before someone takes their own life there are usually clues and warning signs. The strongest and most disturbing sign is when someone sa
ys things like “I can’t go on,” 
“nothing matters anymore “, “I just want to e
nd it all “, and “nobody will care i
f I’m not around”. 
 
These remarks should be taken seriously.
